Sycamore State Park served as the location for the February troop campout for Troop 320. There was a large barn with a wonderful loft for sleeping and three adirondacks nearby for those who chose to sleep out in the cold.  A number of boys enjoyed camping in the warmth of the barn, while three others camped in the adirondacks. On Friday evening most of the scouts enjoyed a beautiful 4-mile night hike around the eastern section of the State Park.  There were several inches of snow covering the trail and the boys enjoyed the scenery and the feeling of being in the woods at night.  On Saturday, Colin Pierce, Nicholas Wuebker and Michael Wuebker got in some practice for the Appalachian Trail trip by hiking and carrying backpacks around the entire 8-mile loop of trails through the park.  The deep snow made the hiking difficult, but the boys completed the trip successfully.  These were the boys sleeping in the adirondacks and cooking backpacking food as their meals.  The same group of boys also got up early on Sunday morning and completed another 3-mile backpack/hike before heading home.  These boys were accompanied on their hikes by Mr. and Mrs. Wuebker, Christine and Jennifer Wuebker, Kyla Hawkyard and Leah Ippisch, members of Girl Scout Troop 1203. The Order of the Arrow election will be held at the troop meeting on April 14, 2003, the same date as the Troop leadership elections.  The Order of the Arrow is the Boy Scout national honor society, recognizing Boy Scouts for the way they live their lives.  The other name for the Order of the Arrow is the "Brotherhood of Cheerful Service".  A unique feature of the Order of the Arrow is that those who are selected to be new members of the Order of the Arrow are voted for the honor by other Scouts who are not members of the Order.  Scouts are eligible for induction into the Order of the Arrow if they:








1) hold First Class or higher rank; 







2) have camped out for at least fifteen days during the last two years, including one long-term camp of at least six nights; 








3) and in the opinion of the Scoutmaster, live up to the ideals of the Scout Oath and the Scout Law.  











April 14 will be an important meeting to attend.  Order of the Arrow rules require at least half of all troop members to be present in order to hold an election, and members of the Miami Lodge will be taking time out of their schedules to be there that night.  If too many Scouts can't be there that night, we can't hold the election, and many deserving Scouts will not be elected for another year.  It's an honor to be elected, and it's a way to encourage our older Scouts to continue their Scouting careers, and to continue their service to the Troop.
